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PBIS Reward Systen

One of the key aspects of PBIS (Positive Behavior Interventions and Supports) is
to create a reward system for students who display the Forest G| en 3 B0s. at scho
When children are responsible, respectful, and safe, the Forest Glen staff  will
reinforce these behaviors, even if they are done on a daily and consistent basis. Our
reward system consists of immediate, bi -weekly, monthly, and al | school celebrations
that act as reinforce ments.

Every week students are given an Eagle Feather card. For every positive
behavior noted, students are given a stamp to visually display their success. At the
end of the week, all students turn their card s into their teacher. Every Friday, fifth
grade students assist in counting the cards and identifying students who have received
a full four feather stamped card. These cards are placed into a drawing. Every other
week cards are chosen at random for a b i-weekly reward. The bi -weekly reward
consists of the Eagle Excellence Table in the lunchroom for 1 %, 2" and 3, grade
students, and the Eagle Nest for 4™ and 5" grade students. The Eagle Excellence
Table is a special table set up in the lunchroom and the selected students receive a
reservation card to join this table . The Eagle Nest for 4™ and 5" grade students
allows one student from each class to bring one friend and eat lunchina 5 " grade
classroom. Aside from these rewards, individual cla sses are able to earn Together
Feathers. The fifth grade students count how many stamps were earned in each
classroom, and that number, divided by the number of students, equals how many
Together Feathers a class earns each week. These Together Feathersare proudly
displayed on many classroom doors here at Forest Glen.

Every month one class per grade is chosen to participate in a whole class
reward. One student who has earned a full four feather stamped card, will have the
opportunity to win a fun prize such as a popcorn party, extra recess, or picnic lunch
for their whole class. This promote s teamwork as well as celebrates the individual
who has achieved the reward for his / her classroom. The PBIS team works together
to make sure that every class hasthe opportunity to participate

PBIS requires that three times a year an all school celebration is planned to
celebrate the 3Bs. Our first celebration , voted on by our students, was displayed as a
pajama day and acknowledged over 675 Together Feathers earned by all of our
students. There was a great showing of pajamas on December 2", This is the first
year of implementing PBIS here at Forest Glen and it has been an exciting journey for
our students as we continue to reinforce being responsible, respectf ul, and safe. If
you have any questions, comments, and concerns please feel free to contact Jenny
Geighes, school social worker at Forest Glen.
